Fitting Instructions:

1. Remove the original bushes from the rear
trailing arm.

2. Clean any dirt and corrosion from the bore of
the arm and file off any sharp edges.

3. Push polyurethane part A (smaller lip) in from
the outside of the car and polyurethane part B
(larger lip) from the inner side of the car.

4. Apply some of the supplied grease to the bore
of the polyurethane bush.

5. Push the stainless steel sleeve into the bore of
the polyurethane bush from the outside of the
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
