Fitting Instructions:

1. Remove the original rubber bush from the front
control arm including the outer shell.

2. Clean any dirt and corrosion from the bore in the —_ ...
arm. Using a file, remove any sharp edges from
around the bore of the arm creating a small chamfer.

3. Press the outer shell and bush assembly into the
arm as shown in Fig 1. This can be in either direction
as the bush is centred in the arm either way.

4. Apply some of the supplied grease to the bore
and end faces of each bush.

5. Insert the stainless steel sleeve into the bore of
the bush.

6. At the point of presenting the arm to the vehicle
and reattaching the damper, place the plated

washers onto the end face of each bush so they sit
between the bush and damper for added support.

7. Refit the control arm to the vehicle and tension all
hardware to the manufacturer's recommended
torque settings.
