Fitting Instructions:

1. Remove the original bolts and the ball joint
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bore of the mount and the spacer sat on top of
the mount. The holes in the spacer should line
up with the bolt holes in the mount.

3. If required, place the washer on the exposed
surface of the spacer.

The use of the washer is only suitable for cars
with 17-inch wheels and above.

4. While holding the unit in place, position the
original ball joint on top of the washer or the
spacer (if not using the washer). A minimum of
3mm clearance is required between ball joint
and inner diameter of the wheel.

5. Ensure that the bolting holes on all the
components are aligned.

6. Assemble the unit with the M10 bolts, and
tension all hardware to manufacturers
recommended torque settings.
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
