The top hat will eventually sit I 1
between the arm and the side member.

4. Apply some of the supplied grease to the bore Bush

of the bush and push the machined sleeve in with

the hex-shaped end facing towards the rear of the

car.

5. Add the conical awasher to the sleeve with the
flat side sitting against the bush. The conical face
will fit in the recess in the side member.

6. The OE bolt will screw into the new threaded
sleeve, with the machined hex to allow for
tightening with a spanner.

7. Re-fit the arm to the vehicle and tension all
hardware to the manufacturers recommended
torque settings.
